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MEA announces the following statement issued by the UK authorities
As of next week,

All international arriving passengers into England, including UK nationals
and transit passengers , are mandatory required to present a negative
COVID-19 test at check in counters and upon arrival to the UK, validity must
be within 72 hours prior to their departure to UK. Failure to do so, passenger
will be subject to an immediate fine of £500.

Passengers who do not hold a negative PCR result are not allowed to board
MEA flight to London.
